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Strategies to Improve Learning





Visual Processing involves how a student uses visual information.  


Strategies to support and improve weak visual processing include:


Use phonetic/multisensory approach to reading 


Work on visualization through a program such as Visualizing and Verbalizing


Use ruler, index card or window to help focus on correct line of print


Remove visual distractions – uncluttered work space; put only a few problems on a page


Use chunky pencils, pencil grips


Provide kinesthetic experiences – writing on the white board, hand mirroring, body awareness in space


Play games with shapes, such as geoboards, tanagrams, parquetry blocks, puzzles 


Find shapes in pictures and magazines 


Have child find objects in hidden pictures


Math – use graph or grid paper to do math calculations; color code place value &  operation signs; verbalize the steps to math problems & back up with written note cards


Use concrete materials in math (eg, cuisenaire rods)





Auditory Processing is the ability to recognize and interpret what is being heard.


Strategies to support and strengthen a weak processor include:


Use multi-sensory, structured reading techniques and phonemic awareness development:


Important to use rules-based spelling programs 


Reduce background noise when possible


Preferential seating in classroom, away from distracters 


Have child repeat directions back to you


Provide visual clues for directions –you can take photos of the sequences he should be doing in the morning, and mount them on a sheet you post on his wall.  You can have another sequence for after school and evening.


use graphic organizers; draw pictures and use other visual cues to study by


Use mnemonics to help remember different facts and sequences


Play listening games, like Simon Says or Going on a Trip





Kinesthetic/Tactile Processors use their hands and whole bodies to learn	-


Strategies for children who have this as their primary learning style include:


Learn best by doing things – field trips to museums, especially interactive museums, like Ruben H Fleet, are great for them.


Give opportunities to create things, make things, pull things apart and rebuild them


Choose school options or projects where they design and get to build something – like the Missions


Math – use manipulatives and build the problems
